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Despite substantial investments spanning decades to replenish aquifers and restore impaired waterways, the challenges of addressing water scarcity and water quality persist. It is also increasingly evident that global sustainability goals, encompassing soil health, biodiversity and climate resilience, as well as food supply, are intricately tied to water. Nevertheless, innovative water management practices, such as nature-based solutions, precision irrigation and conservation drainage, remain underutilized—implemented on less than 10 percent of croplands—and still need development. Attaining sustainability goals under changing climate conditions requires a fresh scientific approach to identifying and reducing the risks associated with these alternative yet pivotal management strategies. There is a critical need to develop a system-based framework that overcomes the fractured nature of existing research and weaves together local expertise to develop global principles that will broaden implementation of smart water management practices. The proposed workshop aims to foster success by aligning our efforts accordingly.  

Intended Outcomes: 

· Connect with diverse thought leaders committed to agroecosystem sustainability.

· Understand the opportunities for sustainable water management to address the interlinked challenges of crop, soil and environmental/watershed health under changing climate conditions.

· Foster partnerships to advance sustainability through holistic water management.

· Contribute to creating impacts at scale together.
